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Matsuura’s Five “Home of the Aji Fry” Monuments

The Matsuura Stone Monuments—The Home of Aji Fry
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Matsuura City, which boasts one of Japan’s largest catches of
aji (horse mackerel), set forth the Matsuura Aji Fry Charter on
April 27, 2019, and promotes itself throughout Japan as the
“Home of Aji Fry.” The Matsuura Stone Monuments—The
Home of Aji Fry were built to establish Matsuura City as the
Home of Aji Fry and as a symbol to continuously communicate
this message.

The monuments were made from Aoishi (a type of stone
produced from basalt) from Takashima Island in Matsuura City
using traditional masonry techniques passed down locally
over the generations. Below are the five monuments
established in Matsuura, each with different designs.
