Located on the northern tip of Takashima, Matsuura City, the
184,000 m2 grounds of the Takashima Mongolia Village closely
resemble the Mongolian Steppes. It is a popular spot for leisure
activities, featuring the expansive “Mongolian Grasslands,”
athletic playground equipment, and a grass ski slope.

There is a long history between Takashima and Mongolia, as
Takashima was the location of the Battle of Koan in the 1281
Mongol invasion of Japan. The Mongol army that invaded
Japan lost many ships off the coast of Takashima Island due to a
severe typhoon and was subsequently attacked and defeated by
the Japanese army that included the Matsuura Party. The
sunken ships and artifacts from the invasion have been salvaged
and displayed at the Matsuura City Archaeological Center. The
area where Mongol ships and artifacts were unearthed off the
coast of Matsura City, Takashima Island, Kozakimen, was
designated as the “Takashima Kozaki Ruins” on March 27, 2012

becoming Japan’s first nationally designated underwater ruins.
